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TRAININGS IN INTEGRATED BORDER MANAGEMENT ORGANIZED AT BORDER POSTS

Following pilot trainings in Integrated Border Management
(IBM) held at “Manas” International airport and at “Ak Tilek”
border post at the Kyrgyz-Kazakh state border for border
control staff (border guards and customs inspectors), similar
IBM trainings implemented by the International Centre for
Migration Policy Development were successfully launched at
other border posts in Kyrgyzstan.

To improve border controller potential and reinforce border
training capacity, trainers from the European Union trained
local trainers who, in their turn, provided trainings for bor-
der service staff.

Approximately seven hundred and fifty border agencies staff
(border guards, customs and police officers) were trained in
Tajikistan in 2005 through a train-the-trainers approach.
The same training-of-trainers approach to field training was
replicated in Kyrgyzstan.

To establish operational mobile con-
trol in pilot border regions along
main heroin routes in Central Asia,
mobile units will be created in pilot
border zones in Kyrgyzstan and Taji-
kistan.

An Introductory course on mobile
units concept for a senior manage-
ment of the Border Service, State
Customs Inspection, National Secu-
rity Service and Ministry of Defense &
was held on 4 September 2006 in
Bishkek. A similar course was organ-
ized in Osh during September 4-16,
2006 for involved ministries and
agencies’ mobile units personnel.

INTER-MINISTERIAL COMMISSION MEETING IN DUSHANBE

The Inter-Ministerial Commission on Border Management issues was held to bring together representatives of
ministries and agencies involved in border management. The meeting has a power to make decisions and pro-
vide recommendations to the Government of Tajikistan. BOMCA Programme staff attended the meeting as
observers together with the British Embassy, UN Office for Drug Control and the US Embassy.

The European Commission is funding a number of projects under its Border Management in Central Asia
(BOMCA) Programme. The overall objectives of the Programme are to enhance security in Central Asia and
contribute to an increased flow of persons and legal goods across Central Asian borders. The specific objective of
BOMCA is to strengthen the Central Asian states’ capacities in managing their borders in ac-
cordance with European best practices. BOMCA is a multi-annual assistance Programme
funded under the EC TACIS instrument.
